Dear colleague,

We are sharing a brief situational awareness update relevant to vessels under your registry that may be
operating in or near the Gulf region.

Recent Maritime Incidents
Within the last 24 hours:

* Multiple commercial tankers were struck by projectiles in the Gulf
¢ One fatality and several crew injuries were confirmed
e An additional vessel was targeted but avoided damage

These incidents represent direct impact on commercial maritime traffic rather than indirect or proximity risk.

Strait of Hormuz — Current Environment

Public statements indicate targeted restrictions against certain US-linked vessels, although no unconditional
closure notice has been issued by UKMTO or EUNAVFOR.

Operationally, the Strait is currently best characterised as:

* Contested

* High risk

* Subject to rapid change

Additional factors include:

Reported GPS interference

Intermittent traffic disruption

Elevated war risk insurance posture

Some vessels holding position pending clarity

Relevance for Flag Administrations

Even where registries are not regionally based, exposure may arise through:

* Flagged vessels transiting Hormuz or calling Gulf ports

* US, UK, or Israel-linked ownership structures

* Sanctions-sensitive cargoes

* Insurance and war-risk declarations

* Potential escalation affecting Eastern Mediterranean routes

Recent reporting also indicates disruption within elements of Iran’s military command structure. This may
increase unpredictability in naval activity over the short term.
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What We Are Monitoring

* Flag-linked vessel exposure across high-risk corridors 1
e Behavioural routing changes and AIS integrity ‘
e Sanctions and ownership complexity linked to affected vessels

Secondary exposure through transshipment or indirect linkage

We are prioritising review of vessels operating in these corridors and will issue further updates should material
changes occur.

If helpful, we can provide a registry-specific exposure snapshot upon request.

We will continue to monitor developments closely.
